- The Institute works as an association for the development of Information
Technology Law related issues. There is an annual general assembly to
approve the annual balance sheet, to elect the members of the organs
(Executive Board and Advisory Council, both for a mandate of two years) and
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to set the annual strategies and projects. The Executive Board is in charge
of conducting all activities of the Institute, as well as delegating
specific tasks to committees and commissions. The Advisory Board is in
charge of preparing legal opinions for issues raised by the Executive Board
on relevant matters.

- The IBDI provides an on-line discussion forum, where all members actively
participate of our discussions and are made aware of all our events,
projects progresses and achievements.
